Policy of the Chinese Church

As our Community evolves to become a full-fledged parish, there are important policies that must be
kept so that we can function as a genuine Catholic Christian Community.
L

1. We welcome any individual initiative to propose programs which help facilitate spiritual and
faith growth of its members. Such initiative does not have to come from Pastoral Council or the
pastoral co-ordinator.

2. Individuals who propose a program can also recommend person(s) who are competent or
available to facilitate such program, provided that it is approved by the pastoral co-ordinator well
in advance of the time that the program occurs (typically at least a month before the occurrence
of the event).

3. Before the approval of the pastoral co-ordinator, if the event were to occur, it is considered a
privately-organized event.

4. The Community will not be responsible in any manner for any privately-organized event.

5. Any event that is deemed beneficial and open to the participation of the Community can be
announced as such, subject to the approval of the Pastoral Co-ordinator.
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In order to encourage newcomers to participate in the Basic Christian Communities (BCC, {&1f7)\
B2 or ZE[E), we encourage greater transparency with regard to our existing groups. It is also important
that they foster greater connection with the Parish. The Apostolic Exhortation “On Evangelization in the
Modern World” affirms that the Basic Christian Communities (BCC, {51/1/)s BB or ZE )

appear and develop, almost without exception, within the Church, having solidarity with her life,
being nourished by her teaching and united with her pastors. In these cases, they spring from

the need to live the Church’s life more intensely, or from the desire and quest for a more human
dimension. (#58)

However, the document warns of the danger of such groups when they function outside the Christian
Community:

their obvious characteristic is an attitude of fault-finding and of rejection with regard to the Church’s
outward manifestations: her hierarchy, her signs. They are radically opposed to the Church.... The
communities which by their spirit of opposition cut themselves off from the Church, and whose
unity they wound, can well be called BCC ({51/)\[B8% or £ [&), but in this case it is a strictly
sociological name.... This name belongs to the other groups, those which come together within the
Church in order to unite themselves to the Church and to cause the Church to grow. (#58)

In light of this, I ask that all BCC ({51//)\ B8 or ZE[E) publicize their regular meeting schedule,
so that the Pastoral Team can visit them from time to time. We can also facilitate an annual gathering of
the BCC ({51/0/)\ 82 or ZE[H) so as to ensure a healthy growth of these important cells within the
Parish.
