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Dear Fr. Liang and Deacon Fan:

Further to your letter of May 2, 2014, your request for a diocesan tax exemption in order to support the studies of a priest from
Zhaoxian Diocese was presented to the College of Consultors. Your project entails the support of a “priest scholar” from China
who would, in return, offer liturgical, sacramentary and pastoral works to Sheng Shen Parish.

After hearing the recommendations of the consultors at their meeting of May 27, 2014, Archbishop Prendergast granted you the
diocesan tax exemption of up to $20,000 per year, for an initial period of three years. The project will be reviewed in 2017 should
you wish to continue.

The Archbishop supports you in this project that will nourish the spiritual life of your parish. It is our hope that this will contribute
greatly to your vibrant community and will attract more Catholics to your parish. At the same time, the Archbishop encourages
you to create and stimulate a structure of parish life that will lead you to support a full time pastor.

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Week 2: (June 8) Pentecost Sunday: [Acts 2.1-11; 1 Cor 12.3b-7, 12-13; Jn 20.19-23]

The descent of the Holy Spirit changes the disciples. They are no longer afraid to witness to
Jesus. In fact, they boldly speak out to people from

every nation. The presence of God has this effect: to remove all fear, and to fill us with
strength.

One of the gifts of the Holy Spirit is Courage. For those who are considering having an
abortion, courage can help them overcome their fears in the face of a difficult future. For those
who struggle with pornography or masturbation, courage can help them resist temptation and
overcome all obstacles to chastity. For those considering assisted suicide, courage can help
them overcome the fear of suffering and of being a burden to others. Courage, along with all
the other gifts, enables us all to be better witnesses to the Gospel of Life.

By instituting the Sacrament of Penance, our Lord gave the power of forgiving and retaining
sins to the Apostles and their lawful successors for reconciling the faithful who have fallen
after Baptism. This transforming sacrament is the Pro-life movement's greatest weapon in
building a civilization of love and a culture of life. Let us have frequent recourse to this
sacrament of mercy.

Week 3: (June 15) Trinity Sunday [Ex 34.4b-6, 8-9; 2 Cor 13.11-13: Jn 3.16-18]

In his affectionate words of farewell, St. Paul the Apostle leaves us with one of the earliest
and clearest expressions of faith in the Blessed Trinity found in the New Testament and he
prays for the granting of all kinds of supernatural gifts.

The greatest gift, however, is that of the indwelling of the Blessed Trinity. By this we know
that God not only works on us from the outside, but He chooses to make His home within us.
God shows us the value of humanity. For this reason we must also recognize the sacredness of
human life. No person is dispensable, whether unborn or aged, healthy or disabled. God wants
to make His home in each person.

Out of love, the Father sent the Son, not only into our human condition through the
Incarnation, not only to be a friend of sinners, but even to the darkest depths, to suffer the fate
of sinners: death. Why? In order to bring to those places the divine light.

God invades death, suffering, and sin in Christ to illumine them and thereby offer us the
possibility of divinization, even when we've wandered far from God. This is the ultimate pro-life
message, because God wants to share His Triune life with us.

Pro-Life Intercession: That as the Life of the Trinity fills God's People, they may, as the
People of Life, bring about a new respect and protection of every human being's right to life, we
pray to the Lord...
