(PART 3)

The Twelve Fruits of the Holy Spirit

The twelve fruits are perfections that the Holy Spirit forms in
. us as the first fruits of eternal glory.

The tradition of the Church lists twelve of them: "charity, joy,
peace, patience, kindness, goodness, generosity, gentleness,
faithfulness, modesty, self-control, chastity."

1. Charity and Love

' When a person performs acts of charity, be it giving canned
goods to a food drive or serving the downtrodden in a shelter,
! this is an act of love. Any time you do something for others

! just for the sake of doing good, that's love. And this is

| definitely a sign that the Holy Spirit is with you.

2. Joy

When you find joy in the day, over the big or little things, this
i is the Holy Spirit. If you can find joy in daily tasks that you do
~ over and over again, be it at home or at work, the Holy Spirit
is working within your soul.

| 3. Peace

| Those peaceful moments we all want and look for are another
| sign that the Holy Spirit is right there beside you. Praying can
| bring peace and it's helpful when you're stressed out to ask

| the Holy Spirit for some calm and peace. Most of the time, it

| comes when you ask for it.

| 4. Patience

| Patience can be difficult for some people. We want what we

| want, when we want it. When you don't lose your cool in traffic
| jam or in a long line at the grocery store when you're late, this
| is the Holy Spirit keeping you patient. When you keep it

| together when your kids are driving you nuts, that's the Holy

| Spirit. Any time you remain patient and don't go overboard,

| the Holy Spirit is why.

© 5. Kindness

Everyone can use a little more kindness. People are so busy
' these days, hopping from one activity to another and shuttling
| their kids from place to place, we forget that taking the time

| out to be kind to another person is important. And it can be
the smallest thing. A smile, a wave, a brief hello, all of these

! add up to the Holy Spirit directing you in kindness.

6. Goodness

{ The Holy Spirit is with us when we make good choices,

i whether they are good health choices or good moral choices.
: Whenever someone picks a good choice, they can be sure
the Holy Spirit was guiding them.

| 7. Generosity

| When people give freely of their time, talents and material

| goods, the Holy Spirit is certainly influencing their lives. Giving
to others, no matter in what capacity we do so, is the work of

| the Holy Spirit. If someone gives their time to someone who is
ill and can't leave their house, if a person makes a meal for a

| busy neighbour who is clearly stressed out or donates clothes
| to a local charity, this is all the Holy Spirit's doing.

8. Gentleness

Responding gently, even when you're not feeling gentle, is due
to the Holy Spirit's presence in your life. When you're exhausted
and your toddler is up yet again in the middle of the night and
you tell them it's okay and hug them, even though you want to
scream, the Holy Spirit is helping you out.

9. Faithfulness

Being faithful to God and Jesus, even in tough times, is truly the
Holy Spirit within you. Continuing on with prayers and devotions
to God and Jesus, even when you feel you aren't being heard
means the Holy Spirit is giving you a hand.

10. Modesty

The Holy Spirit is working when people are modest in terms of
not only dress but in how they present themselves. If you resist
the urge to sing your own praises and tell the world how great
you are, even when you feel like doing it, you've been filled with
the Holy Spirit.

11. Self-Control

Whenever a person contains themselves and doesn't get too
angry or too emotional, it's clear that the Holy Spirit has been
sent to guide you. Self-control takes time to learn and it is
easier if you ask the Holy Spirit to help you with that.

12. Chastity

Chastity is confusing to many people. If a married couple has
sex, that is considered chaste. If married people are tempted by
someone else and don't go there, that is considered chastity. If
you're not married, and you're not having sex with anyone,
that's chastity. In this day and age, it's very difficult to not be
bombarded by sex in the media. When you make the choice to
live a life of chastity, the Holy Spirit is supporting your choice.

The Holy Spirit in Daily Life

When you perform any acts and the above descriptions are
incorporated in them, you're being shown that the Holy Spirit is,
indeed, at work in your life. When you use self-control in a
difficult situation, when you say a kind word to someone who
looks like they need it, when a small daily activity gives you joy
or when you share something you love, these are all signs that
you are full of the Holy Spirit. And that's a beautiful thing.

Conclusion

Because Confirmation perfects our Baptism, we are obliged to
receive it "in due time." Any Catholic who did not receive
Confirmation as part of his religious education during grade
school or high school should contact a priest and arrange to
receive the Sacrament of Confirmation.
