COVID-19 Vaccination Policy of the Archdiocese of Ottawa-
Cornwall for all Volunteers — Phase |

1. PURPOSE

The Archdiocese of Ottawa-Cornwall has adopted this policy to increase the protection and safety
of our clergy, employees and volunteers by reducing the transmission of COVID-19 within the
workplace. The organization is committed to protecting the health and safety of its clergy,
employees, volunteers and the public during the COVID-19 public health emergency.

2. APPLICATION
This policy applies to all Archdiocese of Ottawa-Cornwall and Parishes' volunteers.

Definition

VOLUNTEERS A person volunteering their time to serve at the Archdiocese of
Ottawa-Cornwall or in Parishes or properties owned by the
Archdiocese (such as readers, lectors, lay ministers, lay managers

and other positions of a similar nature).

3. TEMPORARY DURATION OF POLICY

This Policy is in effect as of November 1%, 2021 until further notice. This Policy is intended to be
an interim policy of the Archdiocese and therefore the Policy is subject to change according to
public health guidance, government regulations and legislation, as determined in the sole
discretion of the Archdiocese. The Archdiocese reserves the right to amend the Policy as needed.

4. GUIDELINES

At the moment, COVID-19 vaccinations are not a requirement for volunteering at the Archdiocese
of Ottawa-Cornwall or in Parishes, and receiving a vaccination is each volunteer's choice. Given
the continuing spread of COVID-19 with new variants, and following public health guidance in
Ontario and federally, full vaccination is strongly recommended for all volunteers who serve in the
Archdiocese, in order to maintain a safe and healthy workplace. Full vaccination means receiving
all recommended doses within the recommended time period of an approved Health Canada
COVID-19 vaccine, including the 14-day period following the second or last dose (Full
Vaccination).

Allindividuals are encouraged to be fully vaccinated in order to protect themselves against serious
illness from COVID-19, as well as to provide indirect protection to others, including parishioners
and visitors at all Archdiocese locations, which includes churches, parish or chancery offices, and
cemeteries.

All volunteers of the Archdiocese of Ottawa-Cornwall and Parishes, must continue to use personal
proleclive equipment and abide by the COVID-19 pandemic plan of Archdiocese of Ollawa-
Cornwall, whether they have been vaccinated against COVID-19 or not. This includes complying
with infection prevention practices, such as handwashing and sanitizing, wearing a mask, and
informing management if they experience any symptoms related to COVID-19.

5. TRAINING

All volunteers are encouraged lo complete COVID-19 Health and Safely and vaccination
education training sessions.

Re: Congregational Singing — Update to Addendum — WorshipSafe Guidelines

After consultation with others including the ACBO, Archbishop Marcel has approved that congregational
singing be allowed again. The other COVID-19 preventative measures are to remain in place including
the wearing of a face mask and two-metre physical distancing.

The distancing required of choir between choir members is decreased from 3-metres to 2-metres. The
choir members are still to wear masks while singing.

Priests are now allowed to sing the part of the Mass while in the sanctuary when not wearing a mask
provided that the required 3-metres physical distancing is observed.

Modification to the Archdiocese of Ottawa-Cornwall Addendum — WorshipSafe Guidelines (August 6,
2021):

1. On page 9: the revised text for the section “Music During Mass” is the following:
Music During Mass
With the other COVID-19 preventative measures in place including facemasks and physical distancing,

parishioners attending at Mass are allowed to sing.

A cantor (accompanied by a single instrumentalist) may sing at Mass as long as the cantor is a minimum
of 2 m (6 ft) from anyone else while singing.

In a church where physical distancing can be ensured between choir members, then such a choir is
possible but only if the choir members are a minimum of 2 m (6 ft) from one another and any other
person in the Church.

2. On page 9: the revised text for the section “Liturgy of the Word” is the following:

Liturgy of the Word

The Liturgy of the Word takes place in the usual manner. Masks may be removed for any reading,
speaking or sung part of the Mass as long as a three metres (ten feet) distancing is observed.

The Creed is professed and the Prayers of the Faithful are offered. The petitions may be announced by
the priest at the chair.
