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PASTOR’S MESSAGE

RIB{—184 Rev. Fr. Stephen Liang M.D. Priest Moderator

n the Christmas event, the coming of Christ, God becoming one of

us out of love for us, calls us to hope in God’s constant presence
among us, a presence that we are often too busy or too jaded or too
overwhelmed to realize. In imitating the loving kindness, the compas-
sionate forgiveness and the reconciling selflessness of Jesus, we make
God’s living presence a reality in every human heart, in every moment
of time, in every gathering place. God calls us to look beyond our own
needs and interests to embrace what is authentically good and to give
voice to the good news that Jesus, God’s Messiah, has come.
Today’s feast reminds us that the mystery of God’s becoming human
in the person of Jesus is a gift to all of humanity: that God comes to
be part of the joys and struggles, the complexities and challenges of
the human experience. In Jesus’ birth, God enters the human condi-
tion, takes on our flesh, lives our life and, in doing so, God raises the
dignity of every human being, making every life sacred and holy. God
is with us in our poverty and despair; he walks with us when we are
most alone; he speaks in love and compassion that we can compre-
hend and embrace despite our limitations and confusion. God engag-
es humanity in a relationship centered in love and compassion, on
respect and dignity. Christmas challenge us to engage one another,
despite our differences in language and culture and race, in the same
God-centered relationship of charity, justice and peace.
Compassion, forgiveness and mercy are only words until our actions
give full expression to those values in our relationships with others;
our identifying ourselves as Christians and calling ourselves disci-
ples of Jesus mean nothing until our lives express that identity in the
values we uphold and the beliefs we live. Christ comes as the light
of God who illuminates our vision in new ways, enabling us to see
God’s grace and compassion in one another — in turn we are called
to reflect that light, revealing God’s presence in the darkest times,
enabling miracles of resurrection to take place here and now in our
own families and parish and schools and communities. Whenever we
put the needs of another before our own, when we give to someone
in need from our own poverty rather than our extra, we “testify” to
the coming of Emmanuel — “God is with us.” The love of God that
becomes incarnate at Christmas is the thread that binds us together
as families : it’s the “glue” that makes the many fragments and pieces
of our lives whole and complete. Christmas is a season for realizing
hope, for experiencing rebirth in the light of the birth of Jesus, a sign
of transformation that every human being is capable of experiencing.
