PASTOR’S MESSAGE

RIB(_ 1AL Rev. Fr. Stephen Liang M.D. Priest Moderator

n Easter night, the Risen Jesus restores Thomas’ and the Elev-

en’s ability to hope, to realize that our crosses are not an end
in itself but the means to a greater end. We are not defined by our
failings but by our ability to move beyond them. The light of the Risen
One breaks through the darkness of fear and grief; God’s Easter grace
enables us to trust when we are at a loss, to give over when we are
spent, to continue on when we are exhausted. After meeting the Jesus
of the Gospels, we will never see the world the same way again; after
hearing Jesus’ Gospel, peace, forgiveness and justice are possible in
ways we couldn’t imagine; after seeing the world through Jesus’ eyes,
our perspectives and attitudes are transformed in his light.
On the roads we travel to our Emmauses, God appears to us in so
many different guises - guise of wise and loving people who reveal
the love of God in the lives of those needing help and support. We are
challenged to reveal Christ’s love for all and give rest and hope to the
broken and struggling travelers accompanying us.
In all of them, God guides us, nudges us, challenges us and confronts
us: Where are we going? What are we seeking on this journey? How
do we experience meaning and purpose in our lives? God makes
himself known in the poor, the stranger, the troubled, and so calls forth
from us the compassion and mercy and peace of his Easter promise.
The caregivers among us, those who give their lives to keep their loved
ones whole and together, are Jesus the “gate” in our midst. Their con-
stant and indefatigable love mirrors that of Jesus the Good Shepherd.
Their presence is the voice of Christ, assuring us of his peace and
presence in every moment of our lives, calling us in the depths of our
souls to compassion beyond our own anxiety, to forgiveness regard-
less of our own hurts, to generosity despite our own poverty.
The Gospel Jesus, the Good Shepherd, calls his sheep to the work of
justice and leads them in doing what is right and good for the sake of
others. The challenge facing every disciple of Jesus is to listen for his
voice in the midst of angry and urgent voices competing for our atten-
tion, of conflicting noises assaulting our senses, of dissonant messag-
es noisily challenging our beliefs and values. If we struggle to hear, if
we work to listen, the voice of the Good Shepherd can be heard in the
midst of trauma and turmoil, speaking to us in the quiet of our hearts,
pointing out the path of what is real and lasting and of God.
Easter invites us to go to our Galilees regardless of our fear, our doubit,
our despair. If we go with open hearts and generous spirits, we will
meet the Risen Jesus there in the love and mercy of others, in the
compassion we experience, in the forgiveness we extend and others
extend to us.

So, do not be afraid. Do not fear. Let us be on our way to meet the
Risen One in our Galilee. May God bless you!
