to ensure that the proper way of initiating people is
observed. In the course of many years of involving in the
initiation process, | have come to the conclusion that we need
to do the right thing. Therefore, | have asked Peter Fan to
invest in the approach to initiation through the North American
Forum of the Catechumenate.

E very year, the Chinese Catholic Church has a good

1. The responsibility of initiating adults belongs to the
whole parish. The primary ministers of initiation are the
worshipping assembly. All the baptized are called to
evangelize. It is NOT the responsibility of a few adults who
serve as catechists, imparting knowledge about the catholic
faith to the catechumens or inquirers, while others have no
involvement. Traditional catechetical approach emphasizes
exclusively on imparting knowledge while ignoring the
participation of the community. In the RCIA Rite, the
“faithful” is mentioned as many as 10 times. The inquirers
should be connected with the community right away, not
after they have completed their formation.

2. Initiation is about being mentors of faith to those who
seek to establish a relationship with Jesus Christ, and the
implications of that relationship. We have to find sponsors
as mentors right away. Being mentors are those who lead
by example, forming the inquirers into a Catholic Christian
way of life. It is not merely about intellectual knowledge, but
includes also formation, and eventual transformation into
living the Christian way of life.

3. The whole catechumenate includes a period of inquiry, after
meeting with the Pastoral Coordinator [Peter Fan or Fr.
Wong, or other designated persons] where the inquirer will
be found a sponsor, s/he will journey with a member of the
Community, until at such time as s/he will celebrate the Rite
of Acceptance.

4. We should not create a false dichotomy between spiritual
and community-building activities. Since we are not
angels, but our faith is incarnated and nurtured within the
Community. It is vital that the primary formation of the
catechumens takes place in the midst of the worshipping
assembly.

After the Rite of Acceptance, s/he will be dismissed every
Sunday during the Eucharist. Sunday dismissal is not an
option, but is vital to the whole process. The community will
pray for the catechumens as they are dismissed. Suitable
people will help them to further break-open the Word of
God.

The period of the catechumenate is indeterminate. It
usually involves at least a year cycle of the lectionary. The
content involves different facets of the faith connecting

with life, that’'s why the dismissal forms a vital part of the
process. This period ends with the Rite of Election, when all
parties discern that the catechumens have walked with the
community for an adequate period and is now elected for
initiation.

Scrutinies are celebrated during Lent, therefore, the elect
should actively take part in scrutinizing their lives, what they
leave behind and what they take up in living their Christian
lives.

Once the initiation sacraments are celebrated, the
community continues to walk with them, helping them to
live the mystery of suffering, death and resurrection — the
paschal mystery modeled upon Christ.

We can err by thinking that people in the pews are not
adequately formed to be catechists, but the Rite calls for
us to initiate our catechumens in the church today, not the
ideal one of tomorrow.
