Archbishop Prendergast’s Message Easter 2013

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

Some of the greatest works of Western art are images of the Passion of Jesus; those
scenes have an extraordinary hold on the human imagination.

Faith tells us why this is so: we can identify our own sufferings and those of our loved
ones with his. Just as Jesus carried his Cross, so we carry ours.

In the homily after his election, Pope Francis said, “When we walk without the Cross,
when we build without the Cross, and when we profess Christ without the Cross, we are
not disciples of the Lord. We are worldly; we are bishops, priests, cardinals, Popes, but
not disciples of the Lord.”

Clearly, even bishops need a saviour! Not a bloodless Jesus, “meek and mild.” Not
a nice guy Jesus. No. The Jesus of discipline, the Jesus of sacrifice, the Jesus of the
Cross.

Easter—the resurrection of Jesus—takes us beyond the Cross to the joy and hope
that come from knowing the Risen Lord. God moves us to marvel at the love Our Lord
had for the entire world, as he gave himself out of love to redeem sinners. We can
imagine the Lord’s risen body cleansed of the blood, sweat and dust but still bearing
wounds in his hands, feet and side.

In our Easter faith, Jesus goes forth to encounter his disciples together with every
man, woman and child throughout the ages, including our own. He comes and shares
with us his joy, his peace, and the special gift of himself “in the breaking of the bread”—
Holy Communion.

With this in mind, again we read this Eastertide how Jesus revealed himself to the
disciples in many touching ways. At the Easter Vigil we hear Luke’s account of the
discovery of the empty tomb and on Easter morning of the meeting with Mary Magdalene.

All the resurrection accounts hint at the reversal of the tragedy of Jesus' death. The
rituals of mourning and respect toward the body of Jesus by the faithful women are
followed by perplexity when they discover the empty tomb, then amazement at the
angelic message and, finally, overwhelming joy when at last Jesus comes to meet them.

In Luke's account, the angels ask a challenging question: “why do you look for the
living among the dead?” Jesus and death are incompatible. He shares eternal life with
God and offers it to those who believe.

Jesus commissions Mary Magdalene as the “apostle’—that is, one who is sent— to
the apostles, to bring the good news of the resurrection to the world. He asks us to do
the same today.

May we all experience anew the joy of Easter and discover fresh ways to share the
Good News of Jesus’ resurrection in this Year of Faith.

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Part Six. It is helpful to keep in mind that every clause in the Nicene Creed is there
to clarify the Church’s belief or to refute a specific erroneous line of thought. “GOD
FROM GOD, LIGHT FROM LIGHT, TRUE GOD FROM TRUE GOD, BEGOTTEN, NOT
MADE, CONSUBSTANTIAL WITH THE FATHER,” try to correct the false notion that
Jesus is somehow different from the Father in terms of his ‘God-ness.’ At the time of the
early Church when Greek philosophy provided many of the conceptual tools to talk about
very abstract concepts, the idea of a hierarchy of being was very prominent. If Jesus is
the Son of God, one erroneous line of thought went, he was therefore ‘less’ than his
Father. The Creed tries to refute this line of thinking with these clauses to establish that
Jesus is not less than the Father nor is he a creation of the Father, but rather His true
Son. Sons and daughters are not ‘less’ than their parents!

Reflection on Fr. Wong’s workshop on
“RA+FERERERER

My reflection on Fr. Wong's talk on Good Friday come up with these:

1. Direction of Roman Catholic Church's development led by:

a. St Paul : He advocated on ourtreach compassionate mode to the poor and
social outcast like what Pope Francis is doing now.

b. St. Peter: He advocated on boundary guarding mode; like what our last 2
Popes had been doing with focus on liturgy and Church rite.

2. Pope Francis emphasizes on what the Bible demands: giving hope,
forgiveness, mercy to the needy and doing things with frugality, simplicity and
humility.

3. ltis through Jesus Christ that we show up for the celebration of the Mass.

. Jesus is the only High Priest, all others: Pope, Bishop, Clergy and laity bear

different levels of duty in evangelization.

5. Pope Francis is not rigid about Church's rule as he allowed both men and
woman, people of different races, various social status and background to be
present for the feet washing rite during the Holy Thursday night Mass.

6. As the gravity of observing liturgy strictly seems to be less now, we feel our
Church parishioners should not criticize on its adherence/deviation.
