Liang’s reflections
on the readings of Sunday, November 17
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Luke talks about the parousia in close association with the destruction of
Jerusalem and the Temple. Luke reminds the disciples of the words of Jesus,
in which he warned them not to be deceived by rumours and apparent signs
that the end is near. The Gospel goes on to address the persecution they
must face. Persecution will be an opportunity to bear witness to the Gospel.
The Lord himself will see to it that they will triumph in the end, provided they
remain steadfast. Faith gives us the conviction that goodness will triumph in
the end, and that God will have the last say. “A person with a grain of faith in
God never loses hope”. We must trust that God will give us the strength to
hold our ground.

Jesus says: “By your endurance you will gain your souls”. Jesus showed
patience and endurance when he bore the cross. Endurance is something we
all need. Endurance means to share in Christ’s suffering. If we share in his
suffering, we shall share in his glory.
