The Gospel parable graphically illustrates how different God'’s ways are from our
own. Isaiah’s message in the 1st Reading declares that God is not only willing but
ever ready to seek out and heal the sinner. One has only to heed God'’s urgent call.
God's goodness overwhelms us because it surpasses all our expectations. Our
expectations are a fair day’s pay for a fair day’s work. Parity is the guide. But Jesus is
not offering guidelines for labour arbitration. He is making a point about the
abundance of the Kingdom. “Fair” has a wholly different meaning here determined
not by our small and petty notions but by God’s inscrutable wisdom. Largesse is the
standard of the Kingdom. Everyone can get a full day’s pay because payment is not
earned but awarded in the Kingdom, and God can be as generous as He wants.
Adopting Kingdom values will make us “first” in the eyes of God but may put us
“last” in human rankings. Success and reward cannot be the motivation for serving
Christ. It will be God who distributes rewards and God is sovereign Lord, lavishing
gifts on whomever He wills.
