"As [Jesus] drew near the gate of [Nain], a man who had died was being carried out, the only son of his mother, and she was a
widow." Luke 7: 11-17.

In today's Gospel, Jesus encounters the widow of Nain who is burying her son and, Luke writes, "was moved with pity" for her.
While we feel the heartbreak for survivors like the widow and the mom grieving for her daughter, we don't know what to do or
say and so we avoid them. But in her letter to her family and friends, this grieving mother offers all of us a lesson in
compassion. While we cannot restore their loved ones to life as Jesus does in today's Gospel, we can restore the grieving to life
- we can help them cross the bridge from their isolating grief to being part of the community again. It does not require an
understanding of the psychology of grief; it begins with loving and caring enough to call, to invite, to inquire, to offer. There are
no words that will make it better - we can only offer the compassion that is of God that heals and restores in its own good time.
