spreading happiness and celebrating this momentous occasion.

In addition to enjoying the delicious food, the Sing Wei Ensemble treated attendees to beautiful festival music. Members of the
Cultural Association of the University of Ottawa also joined in the festivities, celebrating the holiday with us in the realm of
God. Many church members eagerly stepped forward to perform during the Karaoke section, creating a warm and joyful

atmosphere for the Mid-Autumn Festival.

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Mooncakes are regarded as the main character of the Mid-Autumn Festival. Do you know about the legend of Mooncake?
Mooncakes are made with a sweet pastry filled with red beans or sesame paste. Intricate patterns symbolizing harmony and
longevity adorn the outside. Chinese people consider the Mid-Autumn Festival the best opportunity to enjoy a feast with their
family with these sweet treats.

The Mooncake originated in ancient times. The Mongols succeeded in invading ancient China. The Mongolian Emperor Kublai
Khan founded the Yuan dynasty and ruled and tortured the Han people brutally. To avoid the oppression from the Han People,
the Mongolians sent guards to surveillants. The leader of the revolution army, Zhu Yuan Zhang, accepted the suggestion from
his chief of general staff, Liu Bowen, that the oppression should be organized during the Mid-Autumn Festival. They could use
the mooncakes to inform all the people. The revolution army would deliver mooncakes to all residents to bless them from
illness. Each cake contained a note asking for the revolution to be held on the date of the Mid-Autumn Festival.

All the people have eaten the mooncakes and got the revolution message. Finally, they uprose at the same time and overthrew
the tyranny successfully. After that, mooncakes became the special dessert for the Mid-Autumn Festival, commemorating our
ancestors' uprising against tyranny.
