“Come away by yourselves to a deserted place and rest a while ...”
Jesus was moved with pity for the vast crowd, for they were like sheep
without a shepherd ... Mark 6: 30-34
In the midst of our struggles and failings, our estrangements and
despair, the voice of Christ the “shepherd” calls us to see beyond
our own disappointments and hurts to realize all that we have to be
grateful for and the many opportunities we have to bring the hope
and healing of God’s grace into the lives of others. In the Gospel
Jesus, God has raised up for us a shepherd to guide us in our
search, not for the empty riches of consumerism, but for the price-
less treasures of compassion and reconciliation; a shepherd to help
us negotiate life’s rough crags and dangerous drop-offs to make

our way to God’s pasture of peace and fulfillment; a shepherd who
journeys with us and helps us clear the obstacles and hurdles of fear
and self-interest to live lives centered in what is right and just.

In many of our attitudes and conventions, we are the “shepherdless”
for whom Jesus’ heart breaks: we shuffle and stumble through life in
survival mode, disengaged from the love of God in our midst, so ob-
sessed over what we don’t have that we fail to experience the joy of
all we have.

In 1927, a fire in the old Cyrville church required the construc-
tion of a new church to be built in front of the old church. The

original church bell, a 2,000 pound bell named Elizabeth having

been obtained in 1874, was transferred to the new building
and the original crucifix was erected as an outdoor shrine still
standing today comme un calvarie routier off of Michael street.
The cornerstone was laid on August 26, 1928 and blessed by
Archbishop Forbes and the completed church was later dedi-
cated and blessed on May 12, 1929 by the vicar-general of the
Diocese, Reverend Monsignor Joseph Charbonneau.

Times were always tough for the Catholic farmers of Cyrville.
Wind knocked down the bell tower. Caterpillars and drought
devastated their crops. War and influenza decimated the pop-
ulation. And once again, in the 1960’s le moment d’enclencher
happened when the new Queensway, highway 417, following
the path of the old Canadian Pacific Railway, split the Cyrville
parish in half, leaving an impassable concrete barrier. Many

homes were destroyed not only by the highway, but also by the

new shopping center on Saint Laurent. As time progressed,

demographics continued to shift with the original Francophone
community became smaller and smaller until in 2009 the parish

of Notre Dame de Lourdes a Cyrville was closed.

Catholic Community. After 55 years, the Chinese Catholics of Otta-
wa received the gift of the Cyrville Notre Dame Church as a home
for their parish community. After receiving their new church, they
celebrated their first Mass on October 3, 2010 and on the following
year, on January 23, 2011, Archbishop Terrence Pendergast formally
erected the Sheng Shen Chinese Parish, under the title of the Holy
Spirit. So then, by many gifts and charisms, especially of her new
parishioners, the Cyrville church still stands today, 95 years later.
